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Abstract: The processes of globalization, accelerated economic de-
velopment, and technological progress have created numerous chal-
lenges for the development of urban infrastructure. Today, more than
half of the world's population lives in cities, and according to UN esti-
mates, by 2050, 68% will be the urban population. In the last few years,
concepts related to sustainable development (green cities, smart cit-
ies) have become increasingly relevant in the processes and policies
of urban planning. This report will consider the concept of green city
development as a way to achieve sustainable development of urban
systems. The main focus of the report is on San Francisco, as one
of the world's leading examples of achieving a balance between the
needs of the city and the natural environment. The achieved results are
analyzed in terms of different practices and models used in the field of
ecological planning and infrastructure.
